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1. Introduction

The Reviewed Service Delivery and Budget Implementation Plan (SDBIP) is a key
management, implementation and monitoring tool, which provides operational content
to the end-of-year service delivery targets as set out in the budget and IDP. It determines
the performance agreements for the Municipal Manager and all Head of Departments
whose performance is reviewed and monitored on a quarterly basis.

2. Legislative framework

The development, implementation and monitoring of a Service Delivery and Budget
Implementation Plan (SDBIP) is required by the Municipal Finance Management Act No.56
of 2003 (MFMA). In terms of MFMA Circular 13, “the SDBIP gives effect to the Integrated
Development Plan (IDP) and Budget of the municipality and its implementation is possible
if the IDP and Budget are fully aligned with each other, as espoused by the MFMA.”

In terms of Section 1(i) of the MFMA, the SDBIP is defined as: “a detailed plan approved by
the mayor of a municipality in terms of section 53(1) (c) (ii) for implementing the
municipality’s delivery of services and the execution of its annual budget and which must
include (as part of the top-layer) the following:

(a) Projections for each month of-

(i) revenue to be collected by source; and

(ii) operational and capital expenditure, by vote;

(b) service delivery targets and performance indicators for each quarter; and

(c) any other matters that may be prescribed.”
